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Vision therapy service when brought to the student, applied within a standardized program in school for 15 minutes per day for 16 weeks will resolve reading problems for many of the 17-20% of our academically-failing youth with Learning Vision issues.

Our non-profit FVYD program,” The Maine Model in Learning Vision,” is designed for all those academically failing students  (17-20% ) still in the school, as many as 70% in Special services and for those at-risk youth who remain or have dropped out of High School. (It does not address the medical problem of Dyslexia, an illness of the cognitive eye-visual system).   Best practice is that this new skill-builder be given immediate consideration and opportunity to enter our schools and be systematically applied by a 15 minute/daily process delivered by (FVYD- trained) school aides. The reason, this application is the one of choice to effectively address learning vision skills is because it is immediately effective and measurable. This non- physician health promoting process re-conditions the eye vision system responsible for learning skills. Over 16 weeks this health promoting process can accomplish a renewal of life skills in Education for many students. This beneficial well-health process is focused and specifically targeted to those specific illiterate students by Future Vision Youth Development, Inc. FVYD screening tools.   The fault of our failures in Education is not with our teachers, it is with our failure as a nation to address resolvable Learning vision issues.
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
